Counseling Vision Statement

It is the vision of the Potterville Counseling Department that:

The counselor (s) hold to the vision, mission, and collective commitment statements of the Potterville Public Schools. By using the respective buildings’ statements, the counseling department reinforces those same expectations.

A counseling program must be preventive and comprehensive to be effective. Planning curriculum around student needs will encourage students to learn the life skills necessary to become productive citizens.

A counseling program is collaborative in nature to ensure success of its students. Working with staff, administrators, students, community, and parents are all integral to student success.

A counseling program is a necessary part of the Potterville school system by providing school guidance, individual student planning, responsive services, and system support.

The counselor(s) are advocates for students and for their profession. They act as a voice for students when necessary (whether it’s with a parent, staff member, or a college, for example). They also must be their own voices to the students, parents, and the public (examples are board presentations, articles in district newsletters, a visible presence in the building). By being advocates for their own profession, they are contributing to the success of their students and Potterville Schools. (a happy counselor makes for happy students—tee hee!)

All students have the dignity and worth, providing them the equal opportunity to be informed of and receive comprehensive counseling services, regardless of age, gender, race, socio-economic status, cultural beliefs and sexual orientation.

All students have the right to access to a state-certified, master’s degree-level school counselor to deliver the counseling program.

The Counselor(s) attend professional development in order to stay current in their profession.

Data is used to drive program decisions.

The Counselor(s) adhere to a national code of professional and ethics as standardized by the American School Counselor Association, the American Counseling Association, and the National Association for College Admissions Counseling.
